The system is used to store the power generated by
PV to the connected battery and convert the direct current (DC) generated by the connected
battery into alternating current (AC) and provide it to the home grid.

Powerlite is a lithium-ion battery that can store electrical energy and outputs DC current.

This Limited Warranty (hereinafter referred to as "Warranty") specified below is applicable to
Xinrex energy storage batteries system (hereinafter referred to as "Products’) provided by
Xinrex. (hereinafter referred to as Xinrex or "Seller’) to End-user (hereinafter referred to as
"Buyer") through Xinrex or approved Reseller.

1. Purpose

"The main objective of this warranty policy is to provide a clear understanding of the
matters related to the warranty of our products.”

2. Warranty Condition

Xinrex warrants that, under normal use, the Product will be free from defects in material
and workmanship in accordance with its applicable technical specifications.

2-1. Warranty Start Date

Generally, Warranty Start Date is the installation date, which is written on the warranty
card. Alternatively, the buyer can provide written documents such as a receiving note to
indicate the Delivery Date - the time when the product was delivered to the installation
site and operated for the first time.

If the buyer cannot provide the above documents to prove the "Installation date" or
